2. All fees are due before the semester begins. Sick days, vacations, or school closing because of severe weather
are not discounted. A two-week written notice of termination of enrollment is required.

3. Tagree to abide by all School policies and to any future changes with one week written notice. No one including
School personnel has the authority to change, modify, or create any policy other than those made in writing
and signed by the School.

4. Any future changes and/or modifications by the School of this agreement become a binding part of this agreement.
This agreement can be cancelled by either party with one week written notice without cause.

5. [Itis understood and agreed by the parties to this agreement that the sponsor and operator of this School is an
independent community service organization. Both parties agree to indemnify and hold the sponsor and operator, the
Delaware Chinese American Association, harmless against any and all claims arising directly or indirectly from the
School operation.

6. T understand that every effort will be made to contact the parent in the event of an emergency requiring medical
attention for a child. If I cannot be reached, however, I authorize the staff of the School to administer first aid to
my child or to transport my child to a hospital. I agree to be responsible for all costs incurred in treating and
transporting my child and not hold the School, its sponsor and operator, or any staff member liable for treating
and transporting my child.

7. All necessary forms must be completed prior to attending the School.

8. The School reserves the right to terminate any child that cannot adjust to the program of the School with one
week written notice.
